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ISSUES IN SAN ANTONIO HEARING TO RANGE FROM FUNDING CONCERNS OF TOP COMMANDERS TO FAMILY CONCERNS OF ENLISTED PERSONNEL 

Both the top commanders of the seven military reserve components and enlisted personnel in each of those components are scheduled to testify July 19 in San Antonio in the fourth public hearing held by the independent Commission on the National Guard and Reserves.  The 13-member Commission has been charged by Congress to assess how the National Guard and Reserves can best meet national security needs at home and abroad.
