IMPACT OF INTEGRATED FORCE MANAGEMENT ON RESERVE COMPONENT PERSONNEL, COMPENSATION POLICIES IS FOCUS OF COMMISSION’S JUNE HEARINGS 

Witnesses Include U.S. Comptroller General, Personnel Chiefs of DOD, Service Branches

Comptroller General of the United States David M. Walker will deliver the findings of a United States Government Accountability Office (GAO) report on the cost of reserve personnel during testimony on Wednesday, June 20, before the Commission on the National Guard and Reserves.  GAO conducted the study to assist the Commission’s work.  
The hearings on June 20 and 21 will also seek Department of Defense and individual service perspectives on the impact of integrated force management on a wide range of reserve component personnel and compensation policies, including recruiting, retention, compensation, benefits, and employer and family support.  The Commission will also explore how to implement a true “continuum of service” to facilitate personnel transitions from reserve to active status and back, and how to enable Guard and Reserve officers to obtain the joint education and assignment credentials needed to be competitive for promotion to senior leadership positions.
